WARNING

1.	 Know your jig saw. DO NOT plug the charger into the power 
source or install the battery in the tool until you have read and 
understand this Instruction Manual. Learn the tool’s applications 
and limitations, as well as the specific potential hazards related to 
this tool. Following this rule will reduce the risk of electric shock, 
fire, or serious injury. 

2.	 Always wear eye protection. Any power tool can throw foreign 
objects into your eyes and cause permanent eye damage. ALWAYS 
wear safety goggles (not glasses) that comply with ANSI safety 
standard Z87.1. Everyday glasses have only impact resistant 
lenses. They ARE NOT safety glasses. 

3.	 Glasses or goggles not in compliance with ANSI Z87.1 could cause 
serious injury when they break.

4.	 Always keep hands out of the path of the saw blade. Avoid 
awkward hand positions where a sudden slip could cause your 
hand to move into the path of the saw blade.

5.	 Keep hands away from the cutting area and the blade. Keep your 
second hand on the tool. If both hands are holding the saw, they 
cannot be cut by the blade.

6.	 Hold the tool by insulated gripping surfaces when performing an 
operation where the saw blade may contact hidden wiring or its 
own cord. Contact with a “live” wire will made exposed metal parts 
of the tool “live” and shock the operator. 

7.	 Always make sure the work surface is free of nails and other 
foreign objects.  Cutting into a nail can cause the blade and the tool 
to jump and damage the blade. 

8.	 Never hold the workpiece in one hand and the tool in the other 
hand when sawing. 

9.	 Never place your hands near or below the cutting surface. 
Clamping the material and guiding the tool with both hands is 
much safer. 

10.	 Never lay the workpiece on hard surfaces like concrete, stone etc. 
The protruding blade may cause the tool to jump. 
WARNING

Always remove the battery when changing the blade and when 
making adjustments.  

11.	 Use only “U” or “T” shank blades that are designed specifically for 
jigsaw use.  Never use a broken blade, as it will not be securely 
held in the tool. 

12.	 After changing a blade, make sure the blade is securely held in the 
blade holder. Loose blades will be violently thrown.

13.	 Never touch the blade during or immediately after use. After use, 
the blade is too hot to be touched by bare hands. 

14.	 Never use dull or damaged blades. Sharp blades must be handled 
with care. Damaged blades can snap during use. Dull blades 
require more force to cut the workpiece, possibly causing the blade 
to break.  

15.	 Always use the straight reciprocating action when cutting metal. 
Blades will last longer and will be less.

The OEMTOOLS® 20V MAX* Li-ion Jig Saw features a variable speed 
motor that delivers 2,500 SPM for best performance on various 
applications. This saw can make bevel cuts of up to 45 degrees and 
the 3-position orbital operation allows for aggressive cutting whether 
you are cutting wood, metal or plastic.

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INSTRUCTIONS 
Always wear safety goggles and gloves. 

INSTALLING A BLADE 
WARNING

Always remove the battery before installing or removing a blade or 
adjusting the jigsaw in any way.

Selecting the correct type of blade is important in order to obtain 
the best performance from the saw. Select the blade based on the 
application and on the material you wish to cut.  Selecting the right 
blade will give you a smoother, faster cut and prolong the life of the 
blade. The tool-less blade changing system eliminates the need for 
tools when installing or changing a blade.  

NOTE: Before attaching a blade please ensure that the battery is 
not connected to the jigsaw.  

3.	 To fit the blade, push the quick change blade clamp lever until it 
stops. 

4.	 Holding the blade clamp lever in the open position, insert the saw 
blade as far as possible into the slot in the saw bar.  

5.	 Check to make sure the back of the saw blade is centered in the 
groove of the roller guide. 

6.	 Release the blade clamp lever. Make sure the blade is securely in 
place.  

NOTE: During use periodically check the security of the blade. 

ANGLE CUTTING (BEVEL CUTTING) 
To set the cutting angle to one of the preset angles 15, 30 or 45 
degrees.

7.	 Loosen the two hexagon screws located on the underside of the 
machine using the hexagon key provided. 

8.	 Slightly raise the base until the base can be moved to one of the 
present cutting angles shown on the angle scale.  Finally re-tighten 
the hex screws.

ORBITAL MOTION
The blade of the jigsaw cuts in an orbital motion. This feature is 
adjustable and provides faster, more efficient cutting. With orbital 
motion the blade cuts through your work in the upstroke but does not 
drag across your work in the down stroke. The higher settings should 
be used when fast cutting in soft material is desired. The lower 
setting should be used when cutting materials with more resistance. 
The ‘0’ setting shuts off the orbital motion. Setting ‘3’ offers the 
maximum orbital motion.

LED WORKLIGHT 
CAUTION

DO NOT look in the light or see the source of light directly.  
Pull the On/Off trigger to light up the LED light. 

The LED light will remain on while the trigger is being pulled. 

The LED light goes off automatically once the tool trigger is released. 

VARIABLE SPEED CONTROL 
Simply apply light pressure to the On/Off trigger to start the jigsaw on 
a slow speed. Increasing the pressure on the trigger will increase the 
speed of the jigsaw.

NOTE: You may hear a high pitched noise from the On/Off trigger 
during use. Do not be concerned, this is a normal part of the trigger 
function.

TRIGGER SWITCH AND LOCK-OFF BUTTON
To turn the jigsaw ON, depress the lock-off safety button and then 
depress the On/Off trigger. Release the On/Off trigger to turn the 
jigsaw off.

FORWARD/REAR AIR OUTLET
The forward air outlet can be used to either blow debris from the 
blade during operation or send the air to the dust extraction outlet. To 
select air to be blown towards the blade, slide the switch to the right. 
To select air to be blown towards the dust extraction outlet, slide the 
switch to the left.

MATERIALS YOU CAN CUT
This jigsaw is a versatile tool that allows you to cut many different 
types of materials. Some of these materials include:

•	 �Wood products such as lumber, hardwood, plywood, composite 
board, and panelling

•	 Drywall
•	 Fibre board and plastic
•	 �Metals such as pipe, steel rods, sheet steel, aluminum, brass, and 

copper.
NOTE: There are many different types of blades available. 
Generally, there are metal cutting blades (fine teeth) and wood cutting 
blades (coarse teeth). Use the correct blade for your application. The 
packaging on the blade will indicate the type of materials each blade 
is designed to cut. 

GENERAL CUTTING
1.	 Clearly mark the workpiece to locate the position of the cut.
2.	 Hold smaller workpieces with a vise. Clamp larger workpieces to a 

workbench or table.
WARNING

Any workpiece that is not adequately clamped in place may come 
loose and cause serious injury. Never hold the workpiece with your 
hand.

WARNING
Keep hands and fingers away from between the motor housing and 
blade holder. DO NOT reach underneath workpiece while jigsaw is 
running.

3.	 Rest the front of the jigsaw base on the workpiece and align cutting 
edge of the blade with the cutting line on your workpiece Make 
sure the power cord is out of your way and not in the path the 
blade will follow. 

4.	 While firmly gripping the jigsaw, and with the blade NOT in contact 
with the surface to be cut, start the jigsaw by pressing the lock-off 
button and squeezing the trigger switch.

5.	 Once the jigsaw has reached the desired speed, gradually bring the 
moving blade into contact with the workpiece at the appropriate 
location.
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NOTE: Apply enough downward pressure to keep the jigsaw steady 
and only enough forward pressure to keep the blade cutting freely.

CAUTION
DO NOT force the jigsaw. Use only enough force to keep the blade 
cutting. Excessive pressure on the blade will cause it to bend and 
twist, which may result in breaking the blade.

PLUNGE CUTTING
WARNING

To avoid loss of control, broken blades or damage to the workpiece, 
always use extreme caution when making plunge cuts. It is not 
recommended to plunge cut any material other than wood. Wherever 
possible, drill a pilot hole 3/8" (9.5 mm) or larger in the area to be cut 
out and start cutting with the blade in the pilot hole. This will avoid 
the need to plunge cut.

NOTE: Use only blades with 7 teeth per inch for plunge cutting.

1.	 To plunge cut an inside hole, clearly mark the cutting line on the 
workpiece.

2.	 Set the bevel angle at 0°, and then lock the base plate.
3.	 Tilt the jigsaw forward so it rests on the front edge of the base 

plate and in a position where the blade will NOT touch the 
workpiece when the switch is turned ON.

NOTE: Make sure the saw blade is inside the area to be cut.

4.	 Start the jigsaw and slowly lower the blade onto the workpiece 
while making sure the front of the saw base remains in contact 
with the workpiece. Allow the blade to slowly cut through the 
wood.

5.	 Continue lowering the blade into the workpiece until the jigsaw 
base rests flat on the workpiece. Continue sawing toward the 
cutting line and complete the cut as required.

METAL CUTTING
Many types of metal can be cut with your jigsaw. When cutting any 
kind of material, be careful not to twist or bend the blades. DO NOT 
force the blade. If the blade chatters or vibrates excessively, use a 
finer toothed blade. If the blade heats excessively, reduce the speed 
of cutting. If the blade teeth become clogged when cutting soft 
metals, such as aluminum, use a coarser blade with fewer teeth per 
inch. Use kerosene when cutting soft metals and oil when cutting 
steel to keep the blade cool and to extend the blade life. Clamp all 
work firmly and jigsaw as close as possible to the clamping point to 
eliminate any vibration of the work being cut.

When cutting conduit, pipe or angle iron, clamp work in a vise if 
possible and saw close to the vise. To cut thin sheet materials, 
“sandwich” the material between hardboard or plywood and clamp 
the layers to eliminate material vibration and tearing. By doing this, 
the material will be cut smoothly. Lay out your pattern or cutting lines 
on top of the “sandwich”.

WARNING
Always charge the battery pack indoors in a well-ventilated area. The 
charger must never be subjected to wet conditions. 

ELECTRICAL WARNING

POWER SOURCE CONNECTION POWER  
REQUIREMENTS 
This product is designed to operate on a properly grounded 120 volt, 
60Hz, single-phase alternating current (AC) power source fused with 
a time delayed fuse or circuit breaker. It is recommended that a 
qualified electrician verify the ACTUAL VOLTAGE at the receptacle into 
which the product will be plugged and confirm that the receptacle is 
properly fused and grounded.

10.	 The green LED light will turn off and the red LED light will begin to 

flash indicating the battery pack is charging. 
11.	 The red LED light will turn off and the green LED light will turn on 

when fully charged. 
12.	 Once the battery pack is fully charged, remove the charger plug 

from the power source and remove the battery pack from the 
charger. 

NOTE: DO NOT charge batteries when the work area or the battery 
temperature is at or below 32°F (0°C) or above 113°F (45°C).
