1. Know your tool. Read this manual carefully. Learn the tool's

applications and limitations, as well as potential hazards specific to it.
2. Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark work areas invite

accidents.

1. Maintain labels and nameplates on this product. These carry

2. Keep the handle dry, clean, and free from brake fluid, oil, and grease.

3. Before use, read and understand all warnings, safety precautions, and
instructions as outlined in the vehicle manufacturer’s service manual.
It is beyond the scope of this manual to properly describe the correct
procedure and test data for each vehicle.

4. Always perform vehicle service in a properly ventilated area. Never
run an engine without proper ventilation for its exhaust. Stop work
and take necessary steps to improve ventilation in the work area if
you develop momentary eye, nose, or throat irritation as this indicates
inadequate ventilation.

5. Engine parts that are in motion and unexpected movement of a
vehicle can injure or kill. When working near moving engine parts,
wear snug fit clothing and keep hands and fingers away from moving
parts.

6. Be alert for hot engine parts to avoid accidental burns.

7. If you drove your car recently, fluids could be very hot. Allow at least
2 hours before you handle any fluids. Oil and Coolant burns are very
dangerous.

8. Avoid accidental fire and/or explosion. DO NOT smoke near engine
fuel and battery components.

9. Never remove the cap from the radiator or expansion tank while the
engine is at operating temperature.

10. Always allow the engine to cool before removing the radiator cap or
expansion tank cap. The cooling system is under pressure. Failure to
allow the engine to cool before attempting to remove the cap could
result in serious injuries.

11. DO NOT misuse, over-pressurize, modify parts, or use worn and/or
damaged parts.

12. DO NOT use oil drain for flammable or caustic fluids.

13. DO NOT exceed 7 psi (0,5 bar) air pressure when emptying the oil drain.
14. The warnings, precautions, and instructions discussed in this manual
cannot cover all possible conditions and situations that may occur.

PURPOSE

The Waste Qil Drain is designed for the collection of used fluids
including motor oil, transmission fluid, and coolant from under lift-
mounted vehicles.

The portable oil drain system is designed to safely capture oil and

other vehicle fluids with the use of a large funnel. After use, the drain is

emptied using air pressure.

An external air supply is required to run the drain.

OPERATION

ACAUTION

1. This equipment is intended only for professional use by personnel
trained in performing the service functions for which it is designed.

casters before using.

(80° Celsius). Keep away from open flames or excessive heat.

INSTRUCTIONS

COLLECTING WASTE OIL

1. Position the Waste Oil Drain under the vehicle, adjust the bow! to the
desired height, and set the brakes on the casters.

2. Check the sight glass to ensure there is sufficient remaining capacity.

Never allow fluid to exceed the maximum level. The reservoir will not
drain if the fluid exceeds the maximum level on the sight glass.

DRAINING THE RESERVOIR

1. Raise the collecting bowl to its maximum height and set the caster
brakes. Close the pressure valve on the side of the Drain Tube.

A\WARNING: If valve is not closed, waste ol will shoot out of the
funnel and spray the user.

2. Secure the discharge hose to the bulk waste oil tank and open the
discharge hose valve.

3. Set the air supply to a maximum of 7 PSI (0.5 Bar).

OEMTOOLS™ ONE YEAR WARRANTY

AWARNING: DO NOT exceed 7 PSI (0.5 Bar). Failure to comply
may result in serious personal injury.

4. Connect air supply to the valve stem using the air chuck tire
inflator.

5. Remove the air chuck from the valve stem when the desired flow
rate is achieved or if the safety relief valve opens.

NOTE: If flow rate stops before the drain is empty, repeat steps 3, 4, and 5.

MAINTENANCE
1. Relieve pressure or vacuum before inspecting or servicing.
2. Always store the Waste Oil Drain in a well-protected area where it

will not be exposed to inclement weather, corrosive vapors, abrasive
dust, or any other harmful elements.

Keep the Waste Qil Drain clean for better and safer performance.

4. Inspect the Reservoir, Hoses, Caps, Gaskets, Seals, and Gauge
periodically and, if damaged, replace them.
