ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

1. Remove all parts from packaging; reference the
manual to ensure all parts are provided.

2. Set the Seat Creeper Frame (A) upside down, so that
the seat is on the ground. Ensure you are working on
a level and clean surface.

3. Place Wheelbase Assembly (B) against the bottom
of the Frame (A) base support so that the wheels are
facing upward and outward (extending the width
of the wheelbase). Align the bolt holes on the
Wheelbase Assembly (B) with the holes on the
Frame (A) base support.

4. Thread a Washer (E) over a provided Bolt (D). Thread
the Bolt (D) through the Frame (A) base support and
Wheelbase Assembly (B), in that order. Thread a
second Washer (E) over the Bolt (D) and then thread
and hand tighten the Fastener (F).

5. Repeat for both sides of the Frame (A).

6. Repeat steps 3-5 for the second Wheelbase
Assembly (B).

7. Place and snap the Side Removable Trays (C) on
each side.
